Bobcat icers edge arch-rivals in overtime

Close games have been few for
Bowling Green the last two sea-
sons.

The Bobcats frequently domi-
nated opponents en route to a 56-4-
1 record and back-to-back
Northwest Hockey Conference
championships.

But this season, BG is rebuild-
ing and most of its games are
expected to be close. Yet, five
games into the season, the Bobcats
are still winning.

The team’s latest close-game
magic came Sunday when senior

forward Brett Heringhaus scored
on a rebound just 10 seconds into
overtime to give BG a 2-1 win over
arch-rival St. John’s in a Northwest
Hockey Conference game at the Ice
Arena.

The Bobcats were fortunate to
win as St. John’s dominated the
first two periods.

The Titans settled for a 1-0 lead
on Matt Kennedy’s power-play
goal with only 1:33 left in the sec-
ond period. Kennedy tipped in
Mike Henson's shot from the left
point.

BG tied the game on defense-
man Bryan Simon’s power-play
goal with just 5:50 left in regula-

tion. Simon’s hard shot from the
right point bounced in off the
goalie’s glove.

Heringhaus then scored the
game-winner, knocking in a loose
puck from the left side of the
crease. Rob Tansel began the play
by causing a turnover in the left
circle. BG kept the puck alive
around the crease, allowing
Heringhaus to score.

St. John’s argued the goal
should have been disallowed
because BG players were in the
crease and the net had been
knocked off.

The Bobcats, bidding for a
fourth straight NHC title, improved
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to 4-0-1 overall and 2-0 in the ¢
ference. St. John’s is 1-1 in the
NHC.

BG, St. John’s and St. Franci
finished in a three-way tie in th
NHC coaches poll.

“We’re not used to having to
win this way, but we have a lot
heart even when we’re not at ou
best,” said junior goalie John
Powers, who kept the Bobcats
close during the first two period
with 27 of his 32 saves.
